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Resolution 01 (2003)

Adopted by the Commission on Narcotic Drugs at its 4th meeting, on 

13 August 2003 


  The Commission on Narcotic Drugs,


Having considered the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961,


Taking into account the 1971 Convention of Psychotropic Substances and the 1972 Amendment to the Single Convention,


Recalling the 1988 convention on Illicit Trafficking of Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances,


Deeply concerned that the licit trade with chemical substances is being misused for illicit purposes,


Applauds the successful international cooperation between producting, trading and importing countries in Operation Purple and Operation Topaz,


Confident that the new cooperation in Project Prism and further projects will succeed,


Aware of the presence of substitutes for the precursors listed on Table I and Table II of the 1988 Convention,


Recalling that State Parties to International Drug Control Conventions must adjust their national and local legislation of the provision of these conventions, to the extent where it does not inflict with constitutional requirements,


Reaffirming the principle of national sovereignty,


Declares, in accordance with the committee´s conclusive interpretation of Article 1 (3) of the UN Charter, the obligation of Member States to comply with the aforementioned Conventions by introducing domestic legislation directed at precursor associated companies and their directors;

Designates, to enhance assistence to the Expanded Program of Technical Assistance and the International Criminal Police Organization, as the most efficient and necessary way to combat the diversion of licit precursors into illicit channels;

Authorizes the establishment of regional training branches of the Expanded Program of Technical Assistance, whereby countries participatig in these programs may be provided with additional incentives;

Calls upon Member States to work in close collaboration with the International Narcotics Control Board;

Further calls upon states to respond to the International Narcotics Control Board questionnaire with full compliance;

Urges sovereign nations to fulfill their obligation to institute adequate import-export notifications for precursors as they are brought to the attention of the International Narcotics Control Board;

Further recommends affected countries to join collaborations of Operation Topaz, Operation Purple, Project Prism and further projects

Authorizes the creation of an international work unit composed of individuals experienced in the modification of chemical substances to inform the INCB of non-scheduled substances that are being used illicitly,

Recommends that the World bank and the International Monetary Fund take into account the willingness of states to meet the objectives of the Conventions when assesing an appropriate level of  aid;

Draws attention to UN bodies to the problem of uncontrolled borders in Afghanistan which hinders the work of the CND;

Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
