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Resolution 01 (2002)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 3rd  meeting, on 

7 August 2002 

The Security Council,


Having discussed  the grave situation on the Indian subcontinent, which remains a threat to international peace and security.


Reaffirming also its resolutions 307 (1971) of 21 December, 1971, 1269 (1999) of 19 December, 1999 and 1368 (2001) of 12 September, 2001 and 1373 (2001) of 28 September, 2001,


Reaffirming  also its unequivocal condemnation of the terrorist attacks, which took place in the Republic of India and the Indian controlled part of Kashmir,


Reaffirming further that such acts, like any act if international terrorism, constitute a threat to international peace and security,


Reaffirming the need to combat by all means in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations, threats to international peace and security caused by terrorist acts,


Calling on both parties to the conflict to work together urgently to prevent and suppress any  terrorist acts in the region and to implement the relevant international conventions relating to terrorism,


Emphasizing the vital necessity to restore bilateral political dialogue aimed at the the comprehensive solution of the Kashmir problem,


Expressing its deep concern about the implementation of human rights in the Kashmirian area,


Reaffirming its commitment to assist the parties to achieve a just, lasting and mutually acceptable political solution, which would be of benefit to the Indian subcontinent,


Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations,


1) Urges  both parties to engage in a peaceful dialogue regarding the Kashmir conflict;


2) Urges India not to retaliate unilateraly to the terrorist attacks on Pakistan Controlled Kashmir (PCK);


3) Urges Pakistan to start to take action immediately to locate and eradicate all militant camps in the territory of PCK, and to treat this action as a matter of its national security;


4) Decides to deploy for a period of 12 months a United Nations Peace Keeping Mission, named United Nations Mission on Kashmir (UNMIKA), that will be composed of UN military and civil staff to foster the efforts of both parties India and Pakistan in their fight against terrorism and militant camps located in the territory of PCK;


5) Furthermore decides that:

a) UNMIKA shall control the activities at the line of control and foster the efforts of exchanging information for the fight against operations of militant groups located in the territory of PCK;

b) UNMIKA shall be located at the demilitarized zone specified in art.7;

c) The details of the establishment of UNMIKA will be defined by a group of experts , that shall be bound  to the principles  stated above which also include the representatives of both parties to this conflict;


6) Demands  from both parties to provide full cooperation to UNMIKA to complete its mandate as set forth in art. 4;


7) Demands from India and Pakistan to reduce the number of the military troops deployed on the line of control to the level of July 31, 2002 and demilitarize the line of control and establish a ground safety  zone of 5 kilometres on both sides of the line of control that will enable UNMIKA to fulfill its mandate;


8) Decides that the UN assists the Islamic Republic of Pakistan to eradicating militant camps;


9) Demands  that the islamic Republic of Pakistan shall provide evidence of taken actions by drafting reports  to the Security Council in 3 months terms;


10) Decides  to remain seized of the matter.
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
