QUESTION OF: Renewable sources of energy in the industrial development of the 21st                     century

DRAFT RESOLUTION

SPONSORS: Netherlands, Israel, Japan, Poland, Czech Republic,

CO-SPONSORS: Croatia, Albania, Estonia

Deeply conscious of the dependency on sources of energy diminishing soon, which all industrial countries have to face,

Fully aware that the economic development of developing countries is also strongly dependent on a sufficient supply of energy,

Regretting that in some industrialized countries with an extraordinarily dense population possibilities of generating renewable energies are very limited,

Also having in mind that renewable energies cannot completely replace traditional forms of energy in the near future, but should be used in addition to the traditional energy sources,

Stressing the enormous economic potential and the excellent future prospects given by renewable energies,

1. Recommends joint implementations, e.g. including knowledge, logistics under certain circumstaces also financial assistance, in the field of renewable energies from highly developed countries with limited possibilities of generating renewable energies on their own territory to developing, underdeveloped or transition countries, i.e. especially to their respective neighbour countries,

2. Further recommends to install a framework for mutual benefit that allows the investors for a certain period of time the access to the energies generated by those projects under favourable conditions,

3. Considers private public partnerships as a convenient way of implementing this framework,

4. Furthermore regards the details of each specific project as a matter of agreements of the respective partners,

5. Additionally suggests the UNIDO as the coordinator of these cooperations,

6. Moreover proposes a committee formed by representatives of the UNIDO and of the participating countries as the supervisor of each respective project,
