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Resolution 01 (2003)

Adopted by the External Discussion Forum at its 1st meeting, on 

13 August 2003 

The External Discussion Forum,

Re-affirming the principles and purposes of the UN Charter,

Re-affirming the primary responsibility of the UN to maintain international peace and security,

Recalling the importance of developing an efficient and accountable regional alliance security architecture,

Emphasizing the need for extended co-operation between the regional alliances,

Declaring the need for UN authorisation for military action, while affirming the inherent right of self-defence and territorial integrity

In this sense re-affirming the importance of legally valid secuirty decisions to be taken within the UN multilateral framework,

Confirming the necessitiy of military action, once it has been authorized by a UN mandate, to be taken under a regional alliance umbrella

Welcoming further initiatives at strengthening the UN, refomring its institutions, and creating a more coherent accountability for military action,

Further invites the efforts and visions of NATO as an emergency force for the implementation of UN mandate

Also welcomes other regional alliances to develop peace-keeping military forces to be integrated in a global security network based on the previously mentioned NATO-UN model

Acknowledges the inherent right of every regional alliance to maintain influence over regional politics in all circumstances

Suggests that UN mandates for out-of-area military actions by one regional alliance would be accompanied by the close cooperation and consultation with a local regional alliance – prior, during and after the conflict

Urges regional alliance to co-operate proactively in order to facilitate preventive diplomacy,

Declares the right of a regional alliance, and / or coalition of states, illustrating an intention, following security council approval.

Declares that serious violations of human rights to be a potential threat to international peace and security, to be determined by the SC

Draws specific attention to the need for close co-operation and reporting between the countries concerned under clause E and the UN SC,

Acknowledges the effectivness of NATO in peace-keeping operations, the recent transformation of the transatlantic alliance and the need for immediate action in case of humanitarian disasters. Accordingly, after all diplomatic means have been exhausted, we encourage a deeper involvment of NATO in cases of serious humanitarian violation.

Welcomes the further discussion and elaboration of the concept of preventive deployment and preventive disarmament;

Urges that a proposal concerning the reform of the UN decision making process be placed on the agenda of the next annual session of the General Assembly, acting on a paper prepared by a special commission in accordance with article 109 ZZ of the UN Charter;

Deeply believes that strengthening the EU military capabilities would improve NATO, and therefore its relations to UN and other regional alliances.
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
