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Resolution 02 (2003)

Adopted by the General Assembly at its 9th meeting, on 14 August 2003 

The United Nations Industrial Development Organization,

Bearing in mind the negative effects of today´s energy consumption patterns on the environment;

Observing increasing negative effects caused by climate change;

Recognizing the link between energy availability as well as energy consumption and economic development;

Believing that the renewable energy sector offers great potentials in meeting energy demands with clean resources;

Taking into account the positive role renewable energy sources play for the development of rural and urban areas;

Keeping in mind high youth unemployment rates that have reached an alarming level in developing countries, countries with economies in transition and other countries worldwide;

Fully believing that the renewable energy sector represents a promising sector regarding the creation of job opportunities in a wide range of different fields;

Welcoming projects that link renewable energy technology to youth employment, like the Youth Employment Summit Campaign (YES), and platforms like the GlobalYouth Action Network and TakingITGlobal.org

Expresses its hope that all willing nations will join an international platform for the promotion, support and exchange of renewable energy technologies, with an emphasis on programmes linking youth employment opportunities,

Further recommends an increased cooperation of UN bodies with civil society, non governmental organisations (NGOs), private sector and governmental organisations, which are related to renewable energy technologies and youth employment;

Calls upon  these sectors to continue contributing positively to the Post-World Summit on Substainable Development Process in the field of renewable energy technologies especially emphasizing on youth employment;

Invites all willing nations to support the increased use of curricula for educating the youth about the benefits of renewable energy technologies of humankind;

Further calls for support if awareness raising campaigns in the field of renewable energy technologies;

Encourages all willing nations to utilize to these campaigns for supporting youth entrepreneurship projects in the field of renewable energy industries for connecting educational programmes to real life applications;

Agrees that special attention and support should be paid to countries which have to deal with problems in the area of renewable energy technology; 
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
